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A. OVERVIEW OF PUBLIC COMMUNITY AND TECHNICAL
COLLEGES IN TEXAS

Data from Texas Public Community and Technical Colleges 2003 Statewide Factbook®

U Forty-three percent (43%) of students at public community and technical colleges
have an academic major, 31% have a technical major, and 26% are enrolled in
continuing education. (2001-2002)

U Fifty-four percent (54%) of students at public community and technical colleges are
female and 46% are male. (2001-2002)

U Ethnicity of students at public community and technical colleges for 2001-2002
academic year was 52% white, 12% black, 27% Hispanic and 7% other.

U For first-time-in-college students at public community and technical colleges in Fall
2001, the ethnic composition was 54% white, 11% black, 28% Hispanic, and 6%
other.

U For first-time-in-college students at public community and technical colleges in Fall
2001, 64% had an academic major and 36% had a technical major.

U For first-time-in-college students at public community and technical colleges in Fall
2001, 49% were full-time (12+ SCH), 32% were part-time (6-11 SCH), and 19%
were part-time (1-5 SCH).

U For first-time-in-college students at public community and technical colleges in Fall
2001, 41% were enrolled in remedial courses.

U Of 11,957 students who transferred from public community and technical colleges to
a 4-year institution in Fall 1996, 44.5% graduated with a baccalaureate degree within
Six years.

U Of the cohort of 41,461 full-time first-time-in-college students who enrolled at a
public community or technical college in Fall 1996, 12.8% received a baccalaureate
degree within six years.

U Seventy-eight percent (78%) of full-time (12+ SCH) first-time-in-college students
who enrolled at a public community or technical college in Fall 2001 returned in
Spring 2002.

U Sixty-five percent (65%) of part-time (6-11 SCH) first-time-in-college students who
enrolled at a public community or technical college in Fall 2001 returned in Spring
2002.



U Eighty-four percent (84%) of public community and technical college graduates for
the 2000-2001 academic year found employment after graduation. Seven percent
(7%) were not employed and seeking additional education, and 9% were not found.
